	Student Objectives/Learning Outcomes

	Students should be able to analyze the importance of individuals to a whole system such as the place of each endangered animal and its importance to the entire ecosystem.  Students should also reflect on the impact that humans have as a whole, and as individuals,  on the environment.

	Procedures

	1.Students will research an endangered animal that is Native to the North Texas area.  2.Students will use online and text sources to learn about the natural habitat, current population, factors that led to the animal becoming endangered, and ways that we can help conserve this animal. 3. Upon completing this research students will compile findings into a brochure to be shared with other students in the classroom and others. 4. Students will also submit two possible test questions about their animal that other students should be able to answer after reading the brochure.  5. Students will be required to complete an online quiz about the endangered tigers of India after reading about the animal on a specified website.  6. Students will post their completed research and brochure on the Endangered Animals of the World website where they will also access reports by students from around the world.
