Xiao-Bo Chen was born into a musical family in Shanghai, China. She graduated from the
high school of the prestigious Shanghai Conservatory of Music with top honors. After
coming to the United States, Xiao-Bo received her performer’s certificate and artist diploma
from Texas Christian University. A prize winner of many competitions, Xiao-Bo made her
Carnegie Hall debut in 2001 after winning the Frinna Awerbuch Competition in New York.
She has won the Maria Canals Competition (Spain) and Sorantin Young Artist Competition
(San Angelo, TX), and has performed as a soloist with the Fort Worth Chamber Orchestra,
TCU Orchestra and UNT Orchestra. Xiao-Bo is currently pursuing her master’s in piano
performance with Pamela Mia Paul at UNT.

Linda Hsu, a native of Taiwan, started playing the piano at the age of five and the flute at
the age of seven. She received her bachelor of arts degree from National Taiwan Normal
University in 2003 as a student of Li-Chin Lai. Linda received her postgraduate performance
diploma in 2004 from the Royal College of Music in London, where she studied with
Kevin Kenner. She is currently studying piano with James L. Pitts.

Lan Jiang is originally from Chengdu, China. He finished his undergraduate studies at
the Shanghai Conservatory of Music. Later, he taught cello as a faculty member at the
Department of Arts at Shanghai Teachers University. He came to the United States in
2000 and studied at Louisiana State University. In 2004, he obtained his master’s degree
from the University of Notre Dame. Currently, he is studying as a cello performance
major in the DMA program at the University of North Texas. His formal teachers include:
Karen Buranskas, Jiuhe Cheng, Fuxiang Ding, Eugene Osadchy, Dennis Parker, Peifan
Wang, and Yun Yang. He also had masterclasses with significant cellists and chamber
group, such as Erling Bengtsson, Yo-Yo Ma, Miami String Quartet, Eleonore Schoenfeld,
and Janos Starker. He performed the transcribed Viola Concerto for cello by Béla Bartok
with the Notre Dame Symphony. He was a member of First Cello Orchestra of China and
toured with them in Switzerland in 1999.
