	Procedures

	Activity 1: Students will learn about the History of the Olympics. They will compare their findings to what is in the book Hour of the Olympics. They will also discuss the changes of the Olympics from ancient to present.  Students will hold their own Olympics using all of their knowledge.
Activity 2:  Each student will research a country that is participating in the Olympics, then will compose a paper and present their country to the class. The presentation can include posters or other supporting graphics or visuals.

Activity 3: Students will track each country’s medal count and will graph their progress.
Activity 4: Students will learn about the many facets that make up the Olympics, including motto, rings, winter and spring Olympics. 
Activity 5: Each student will create a pamphlet on the Olympics including brief overview of what it is, Winter Olympics and Summer Olympics and a sport from each, and current Olympics.
